Votive Candles 

 
Catholics often light candles for deceased loved 
ones or someone who is sick. Prayers are often 
said for those in need of divine intervention or a 
divine blessing or when seeking divine guidance. 
Lighting a votive candle can also be in gratitude 
for a blessing received. 
Our church has three votive candle racks, 
located at the back of the church by the 
Confessional. Kneelers are positioned in front of 
each rack for you to use if you wish to kneel 
when praying. Each lit candle burns for 
approximately four hours.
