Weekly reflection from Fr. Gustavo

Hope & Patience

In the fast-paced culture, waiting can feel

challenging. It can feel like the only way to
7 get the life we want is to go out and take

it. Jeremiah 27 and 31 warn against the
temptation to rush through life.
False prophets, eager for quick outcomes, try to speed up
God’s schedule. These actions reveal a deeper issue — a lack
of trust in God’s process. They want to force results, not
understanding that God’s plans unfold with great precision.
Faith involves trusting in the deliberate work of God and
believing that the divine is on the move in our lives before we
see results.
It’s a lot like the waiting of the seasons, like planted seeds.
On the surface, the ground appears dormant. Yet, under the
soil, seeds are preparing to sprout. To try to rush the growth
process can lead to negative results, we may disrupt the
young roots or overwater the seeds in our rush for harvest.
In truth all we can do is give the seeds what they need and
leave the rest to the natural process in God’s timing for
growth. Through this process we uncover the power to
embrace hope and patience. Just like the warnings of
Jeremiah 27-31. These passages teach us to trust in Gods
perfect timing for fulfillment and revelation in our lives.
