Weekly reflection from Fr. Gustavo 
Second Chances 
When God commands Jonah to give 
the people of Ninevah a message of 
warning. Jonah’s response is 
avoidance and disobedience. The 

people of Nineveh are his enemies, and he wanted no 
part in giving them a chance at redemption. Instead, 
Jonah turns his back on God, and the people of 
Nineveh, running the opposite direction from where 
God directed him. His actions has consequences, the 
ship he’s on finds itself caught in almighty storm and 
Jonah ends up swallowed by the great fish. In the 
belly of the beast, he prays for deliverance and, after 
receiving a second chance, commits to going to 
Nineveh. 
Why do we struggle with the idea of extending grace 
and forgiveness, especially to those we feel have 
wronged us? Through the story of Jonah, we consider 
the power and challenges of extending second 
chances. We’re all in need of grace and compassion, 
but forgiving those who hurt us can be difficult, but 
not impossible. It will not only free those who have 
done us wrong but also free us from the constant 
feelings and thoughts that hold us back from grace 
and plan God is choosing for our live.
