The Latin word for meat
“caro” from which we
get words like carnivore
and carnivorous applies
to flesh meatonly and
does not include fish.

What is considered flesh meat?
Flesh meat includes any meat from poultry or
mammals, such as beef, chicken and pork.
Products that come from these animals can be
consumed on Fridays, such as milk and eggs.
